	Behavior/Autism
The Medina County ESC Behavior/Autism Consultants offer a variety of services to the county school districts. Any student whose behavior is impacting their or their peers’ education might benefit from a Functional Behavior Assessment, which is a useful tool to understanding a student’s motivation for their behavior and be a guide to writing the Behavior Plan. The consultants can also assist teachers and school staff in developing behavior management strategies, curriculum adaptations, and classroom design using a multi-methodology approach. Throughout the year in-services are offered on Autism Spectrum Disorders, Behavior Management, Data Collection, Paraprofessional Training, Social Skills, and CPI. Consultants can serve as an objective member of an IEP Team and contribute to a Multi-Factored Evaluation. Some students benefit from more intensive intervention and can participate in 1:1 behavior management coaching or small group social skills classes. An important component to providing support to students is to be available to families to assist in strategies for behavior management in the home and community. Cooperative ventures are also done with local support groups. We can provide in-home ABA consulting for young children who could benefit from more intensive instruction to prepare them for entry into school.

2010 Medina County Census
The Medina County Complete Count Committee will be involved in the promotion and education of the 2010 census count which takes place on April 1st, 2010.  The Committee, sponsored by the County Commissioners and administered by the Planning Commission, is asking and encouraging all social agencies, businesses, private and public schools, churches, and community organizations to publish the Census.2010 LOGO on their websites and letterheads up until the official count date.

The 2010 Census is important.  It determines the distribution of $300 billion annually of government funding for critical community services.  It generates thousands of jobs.  And it impacts your voice in Congress.   Article I, Section 2 of the United States Constitution places the census at the core of our democratic system of governance by calling for a count of the nation's population every ten years. The census and the related American Community Survey provide information that is the cornerstone of knowledge about the American people. It is the basis for virtually all demographic and socio-economic information used by educators, policy makers, and community leaders.

By supporting the 2010 Census, educators will:
1. Shape school budgets and facilities.  Census data affect distribution of Title I and special education funding and college loan programs and help determine where to build schools and child-care centers.  An incomplete count could mean Medina County does not receive its fair share of funding.
1. Define education’s voice in government.  Education organizations depend on representatives to advocate on their behalf at all levels of government.  Census data will ensure you are accurately represented.
1. Secure jobs for your community.  Benefit the college students you serve or the families in your school system by sharing census employment opportunities.

Safety Holiday Tips

Here are some tips that will help keep your holidays safe and enjoyable!

When you are shopping

· Plan your shopping day. Let everyone know where you are going or what particular area you will be in. 
· Take one credit card with you and a small amount of cash.
· If you take a purse, wear it under your coat or close to your body. Never leave your purse in a shopping cart and walk away. Keep your purse closed at all times.

At the check out
· Do not let someone look over your shoulder when writing a check. Cover your home address.

Read the fine print on your gift certificates

When you receive a gift certificate this holiday season you should carefully read the fine print. Here are some tips for you use.
1. Some gift certificates may still have a fee for their usage.
1. Most certificates will have a date of expiration.
1. Before you purchase a gift certificate, you may want to ask what charges and limitations it will have. 
1. Some card companies may charge a monthly fee after a year if you do not use your card.
1. Some card companies will charge you a fee for a lost or stolen card.
1. For a fee, some card companies will transfer remaining balances into a check. 
1. Some gift cards will expire within two years.
1. Be sure to check on the fees for finding out about your balance left on the card. 

“Ed’s Tech Tip”


Overhead Bulb installation tips
When you replace your overhead projector bulb, please be sure it is seated properly into the socket. If it is not installed correctly, the bulb contacts will arc each time the power switch is turned on. This will shorten the life of the bulb and cause damage to the lamp socket. Push your bulbs all the way into the socket. Never touch the bulb with your fingers. The oil from your hands will cause hot spots. This will shorten the life of the bulb. Touch the base only. Always unplug your overhead before you change the bulb.
