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OACAC and StriveScan partnered to host virtual college fairs in February and March 2021.

StriveScan offered “6x6"” Virtual College Fairs on February 23-24 and March 24-25.
A wide range of post-secondary options were presented in a lively, safe environment
via Zoom Webinars. The format was designed to closely replicate an in-person col-
lege fair browsing experience. Six colleges made up a group, and each college pre-
sented for six minutes. Students were able to ask questions via chat. Each group
sessions lasted 45 minutes, and several group sessions ran concurrently each hour.

Additionally, a number of information panels were presented by OACAC member institu-
tions on March 8, 9, and 10. One or two representatives from each institution served
as panelists for an hour-long block of time, and several institutions presented to-
gether. For each information panel, a period of 45 minutes was set aside for stu-
dents to ask questions.

Students, parents, and counseling professionals attended free of charge.
